The AC works great. The drainage for the cabin has to be handled with care. There is no garbage disposal on the kitchen sink so make sure you do not allow anything to go down that could block the drain. One of the toilets backed up but a quick plunger got it going fine with no further problems. The hot water worked well with no problems. There is a faint well smell in the water of the bathroom in the morning, but not strong like other cabins. Be careful with the raccoons and the garbage, follow the securing instructions provided by the host. Take garbage bags, napkins and paper towels if staying a week or more. The kitchen is adequate but can get smoky when cooking, setting off the very sensitive smoke alarms. Opening the windows, while cooking helped. The driveway is very steep, but I don't think it would be too much for a front wheel drive. I had an AWD so i had no problems, but it was a bit of a thrill. The cabin is about 13 mins from the town. There is also a great brick oven pizza place nearby, 3 mins. This cabin was a paradise. We left a second home when we left. We would not hesitate to go at this cabin again. We felt blessed to have had such a great vacation and glad that we found the cabin. The owner/manager, Rick, instantly responded to all questions via email. Great service, awesome cabin.
